                            KANSAS TOY DOG CLUB CODE OF ETHICS

As a member of the Kansas Toy Dog Club, I pledge to uphold the goals of the Club as set forth in the Club's Constitution and By-laws, to encourage good sportsmanship in the sport of dogs, and to set an example of honorable kennel business practices when dealing with any person.

Specifically, I further pledge:

*  To uphold the American Kennel Club rules applying to dog shows and registration, 

     particularly as regards to the maintenance of complete and accurate breeding records.

*  To accept and uphold the standards of the toy group breed as developed by the parent

     group club and approved by the American Kennel Club.

*  To breed only AKC registered breeds while maintaining or improving the qualities of 

     the breed as set forth in the standards of those breeds and not for personal gain.  I will 

     never knowingly sell puppies to wholesalers, laboratories, or to pet stores and will 

     encourage any puppy buyer to behave similarly.

*  To serve as an example of good sportsmanship in every aspect of the sport of dogs and

    assist and befriend newcomers and novices to the best of my ability as well as to assist

    Club members who may need my assistance and support in case of emergency.

*  To keep myself informed in the areas of dog health and genetics and to carefully 

    screen all breeding stock for hereditary or disqualifying defects and removing any 

    questionable animals from my breeding program.

*  To conduct all my kennel practices in a clear, honorable, and open fashion and to use

    written agreements or contracts whenever possible.

*  To not provide stud service to poor specimens, unhealthy, or unregistered bitches or to

    bitches whose owners do not make a sincere effort to protect and improve the breed.

*  To not breed unless I am prepared to keep the offspring if suitable new owners cannot 

    be found.

*  To not release a puppy to it's new home under eight weeks of age or without proper 

    vaccination and parasite examination and/or treatment.

*  To furnish the buyer with an AKC registration application, a three-generation pedigree, 

    and medical records unless otherwise agreed.

*  To impress on the buyer that if for any reason the dog cannot be kept, I will offer to 

    help by either taking back the dog or trying to place it in another suitable home.

*  To allow the return of a fatally defective puppy for refund or replacement with one of

    equal or higher quality.

*  To work in harmony with other members of the Kansas Toy Dog Club and other dog

    fanciers for the successful promotion of our breeds.

I have read the Code of Ethics and agree to implement them in my dog breeding and activity practices.
